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Possible activities with the story “I Don’t Get Bored”:
Ask the kids to draw the pictures for each sentence (on the page with the reason)
Ask the kids to guess the reason on the next page each time before you turn the page
Get kids to match up the sentences (see below) and then read and check
Get the kids to make up their own continuations of the story or similar stories
